VFW NATIONAL CONVENTION HOUSING: 

 

112th National Convention Housing officially opens March 1, 2011.  Housing reservation information is 

located on the convention website accessed through the main VFW website at www.vfw.org.  The 

convention web site will also have general convention information including registration form and links 

to other convention related information for San Antonio, August 27-September 1, 2011. 

 

CONVENTION REGISTRATION: Section 222 of the National By-Laws requires each Post will pay, in 

advance, a national convention registration fee of twenty-five dollars ($25) which shall entitle the Post 

to a packet of convention information and materials and one identified registered delegate for the 

National Convention. Each additional delegate attending the national convention will pay a ten-dollar 

($10) delegate fee. All advance registrations should be mailed to the VFW National Headquarters, 406 

W. 34th Street, Kansas City, MO  64111, ATTN: Convention Registration, or you may register on-line by 

going to www.vfw.org.
